Introduction 
Connecticut has a wealth of resources and services that can assist all students 
to be college and career ready when they exit high school. EASING into 
SECONDARY TRANSITION: A Comprehensive Guide to Resources and 
Services in Connecticut is an opportunity for educators, students and families 
throughout Connecticut to identify and access these secondary transition 
planning resources. 

Th e Guide has two sections of information:  

Th e fi rst section of the Guide provides the user with a Contact Information 
Sheet that includes names, phone numbers, e-mail addresses, and websites 
for each Agency. Th e Agency websites are hyperlinked for easy access. 
Th e designated contacts can provide the user with additional information 
regarding secondary transition resources and services off ered by that agency. 
Th ey can also provide information on customized services and supports and 
additional services that may not be included in the Guide. 

Th e second section of the Guide provides the user with a list of statewide 
secondary resources and services. Each agency is listed at the top of the page 
by an acronym that is hyperlinked for easy website access. Th e Stars in the 
column beneath each agency identify the specifi c transition-related resources 
and customized services, supports, and additional services they provide.

Using the Key at the top of the page, each topic is designated as the following: 
• S=Service 
• T=Technical Assistance 
• W=Workshop/PD   

Some of the listings have multiple codes because the agencies that provide the 
resource/service may use diff erent formats. For more specifi c information, 
please contact the agency personnel listed on the Contact Information Sheet.

Frequently Asked Questions:
1. What is a Regional Educational Service Center (RESC)?
 Every school district in Connecticut benefi ts from services 

provided by Regional Educational Service Centers (RESCs). 
Th rough RESCs, school districts and the communities that 
surround them have access to high quality, cost-eff ective 
collaborative programs and initiatives.

Several RESCs run schools and programs, including 
magnet schools and schools for students with learning and 
developmental disabilities.

All RESCs support the instructional and operational 
components of Connecticut school districts. RESCs design 
and deliver community-based education, professional and 
curriculum development, strategic planning and human 
service programs.  Th ese RESC services and programs add 
to the economic well-being and quality of educational life 
throughout the state.

2. What if the Agencies in my area do not off er a particular 
training or service? 
Contact the person at the agency and see if they can 
provide the same or similar service. Th e more calls they 
receive about a particular training or service, the more 
likely they might be able to provide it.

3. May I attend a training that is off ered by a Agency in 
another part of the state? 

 Attendance at RESC events is determined on the local 
level. Certainly call or email the agency contact person 
and inquire if anyone is able to participate in the specifi c 
training or event.
